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On the south side of Fenchurch Street, walk through the
arched entrance way (to the right of the wrought iron
gates of the original building at No. 71), cross the
courtyard and take the flight of steps to the reception
area.

Access for those with a disability is by a lift just to the left
of these steps.

By airplane

Gatwick - from the airport the Gatwick
Express to Victoria Station takes 30
minutes, four trains each hour.

Heathrow - the Heathrow Express train
takes 15 minutes to Paddington Station,
trains every 15 minutes or take the
Piccadilly Underground Line to
Holborn and the Central Line to Bank
(50 to 60 minute journey).

London City Airport - shuttle bus to
join the Docklands Light Railway then
to Tower Gateway (takes 30 minutes) or
shuttle bus to Liverpool Street Station.

By rail

Fenchurch Street Station - two minutes'
walk.

Liverpool Street, London Bridge and
Cannon Street - about 20 minutes on
foot from the office.

Waterloo - allow 35 minutes to reach the
office taking the underground (Waterloo
& City Line) to Bank.

Paddington - 45 minutes (Circle Line to
Aldgate).

Victoria - 40 minutes (Circle Line to
Tower Hill).

Docklands Light Railway - to Tower
Gateway or Bank.

By underground

Bank (Waterloo & City and Central
lines) 15 minutes' walk.
Monument (Circle, District and
Northern lines) 12 minutes.
Aldgate (Circle and Metropolitan
lines) 5 minutes.

Tower Hill (Circle and District lines)
5 minutes.

By bus

Fenchurch Street bus routes nos. 40,
SL1 and SL2

Houndsditch and Minories nos. 15, 25,
42, 78 and 100

Leadenhall Street no. 25

Gracechurch Street nos. 8, 26, 35, 43,
47, 48, 149, 242 and 344.

By car

Parking near the office is very limited.
There are some on-street parking
meters in surrounding streets suitable
for short stays only. Car parks can be
found on Mansell Street* (to the east of
Minories), Lower Thames Street* and
St. Botolph Street/Houndsditch.

The orange badge parking scheme does
not operate for street parking in the
area.
